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Parts List 

Install Doors

Slide the hinge pins on the Doors into the Hinge 
Bodies. Align the front edge of the door to the 
Hinge Pillar. There should be an even gap between 
the Door and the Hinge Pillar. Tighten the Hinge 
Body screws. 

If necessary for 
the best fi t, you 

can adjust both the door 
hinge pins and the handle. 
Adjust the hinge pin bolts 
from outside or adjust the 
paddle handle latches to fi t 
the Door Striker.

Secure Door Strap

Remove the torx fastener and washer in the Hinge 
Pillar near the Door Strap. Pull the end of the strap 
to the hole in the pillar and reinstall the fastener to 
secure the strap to the pillar.

If the Door needs to move up or down, loosen the 
three (3) Body Hinges and move them in the de-
sired direction. Retighten the top and bottom Body 
Hinges. Leave the middle Hinge loose.

If the Door is too far toward the front or rear of the 
body opening, loosen the Door Pins and slide the 
door in the direction needed.

Adjust Door Striker Front 
to Back Alignment

From inside the vehicle gently close the Door to 
check the alignment of the paddle handle latch to 
the Door Striker. Make sure that the Door Striker is 
vertical. The latch should rest on the fl at of the catch 
ramp on the Striker.

If adjustment is necessary, loosen the three (3) 
bolts that secure the Door Striker. Move the Striker 
forward or back until the latch rests on the fl at of the 
catch. Retighten the bolts.

Adjust Door Striker In 
and Out

Make sure that the Door is fl ush with the Body Panel 
at the vehicle beltline. If the Door is not fl ush with 
the panel, loosen the two (2) M8 Bolts in the Striker 
Plate to adjust the placement of the Striker. Once the 
Striker is in the desired position, retighten the Bolts.
